	Computer program:

	Book—reading copies of the first book of Psalms to take home:


Have all volumes there for people to look at.  Psalms Book 1 in pamphlet form to send home with people.  We need to get all Mark’s and Maraika’s questions resolved before this can be done.  Deadline for first book of Psalms:  Easter





Discussion about decisions: How do we keep track of what decisions get made?  





Vocabulary decisions aren’t a problem because they go in the list, and individual verse question also are not a problem:  It’s the group (global?) decisions, like the word “light” that cause difficulty.
