Eyebrows—RDO wd like to eyebrow all helping verbs

SDC in answer to RDO--if look at English main verb w a bunch of aux verbs, one knows it’s all one word w/o needing eyebrows to show it.  Un-clarity is eg. little child, beat down, etc.  

AJH  Hideth_himself?  Shd it be eyebrowed?  it is hithpael in Heb.  oops this gets complicated

different example:  he has eaten—do eyebrow that is visible online but not in the book
So go w/o helping verb eyebrows
